A community-based, strategic land use planning process, involving a
community planning forum and jointly chaired by the Parties, was initiated for
the Haida Gwaii (Queen Charlotte Islands) in September of 2003;

The planning process was based on two protocol agreements signed in April of
2001, in which the Province and the Haida committed to: i) cooperative
development of a strategic land use plan, guided by an ecosystem based
management (EBM) framework; and ii) a government-to-government process
for attempted resolution of the outstanding matters agreed upon by the Parties;

The planning process ended in February 2005 and the recommendations of
the community planning forum were forwarded to the Parties for further
consideration;

The Parties signed a May 11, 2005 Letter of Understanding that included a
commitment to develop and implement a “new approach to land use planning,”
building on the previous work already done in the land use planning process
(including discussions related to EBM), maintaining the interests of the island
community, connecting land and resources to community viability, and
reaching completion in a timely manner;

The Parties are committed to fostering a respectful and coordinated working
relationship in Haida Gwaii;

The Parties acknowledge that they are engaged in other discussions that are
expected to result in new arrangements for land and resource decision-making
and management.

Definitions

In this Agreement and any Attachments:

“Agreement” means this Strategic Land Use Agreement, initialed on May 29,

2007, and any revisions subsequently agreed upon by the Parties;

“Detailed Strategic Plan” means a plan, jointly developed by the Parties

pursuant to this Agreement for landscapes, watersheds and other areas with
content that is consistent with ecosystem based management objectives,
including stream restoration objectives;

“EBM Objectives” means the land use objectives set out in Attachment B;
“EBM Working Group” (herein “EBMWG”) means the EBM Working Group

established to advise on the implementation of EBM on Haida Gwaii;

“Ecosystem Based Management” (herein “EBM”) means an adaptive,
systematic approach to managing human activities, that seeks to ensure the
co-existence of healthy, fully functioning ecosystems and human communities;

“Land and Resource Forum” (herein “LRF”) means the government-to-
government structure established or used by the Parties to oversee the
implementation of this Agreement;

“Land Use Implementation” means implementation and monitoring activities
undertaken by the Parties to implement this Agreement and includes
preparation and implementation of Detailed Strategic Plans, the establishment
of land use objectives for resource management, and the designation and
planning of Protected Areas;

“Land Use Zone” means an area of land as shown and described in Attachment
A that has assigned values, uses and management provisions that are distinct
from adjacent areas;

“Minister” means the Minister of Agriculture and Lands; and

“Ratification Process” means the approval of this Agreement by the Parties in
accordance with section 9.

Purpose

This Agreement is intended to address the outcomes of the Haida Gwaii land use
planning process recommendations, and to further the government-to-government
discussions held between the Parties in late 2006 respecting a strategic land use
agreement for Haida Gwaii.

This Agreement is intended to provide a framework for collaboration between the
Parties in the implementation of a strategic land use agreement for Haida Gwaii,
including:

a) The use of interim and permanent protection measures for the new protected
areas in this Agreement;

b) The analysis, testing, subsequent verification, and establishment of land use
objectives implementing EBM; and

c) The confirmation of appropriate management structures, including structures to
oversee the implementation of EBM on Haida Gwaii.

Parts of this Agreement

This Agreement includes sections 1.0 to 10.0 and the following attachments:
a) Attachment A — Land Use Zones and Attributes;

b) Attachment B — EBM Management Objectives; and

c) Attachment C — Structures for Implementing the Agreement.

The attachments to this Agreement are an integral part of this Agreement, as if set
out at length in the body of this Agreement.

Land Use Zones

The Parties agree to the new protected areas and operating areas (including
special value areas) shown on Attachment A.

Upon initialing of this Agreement, the Province will commit to the following actions
for the new protected areas shown on Attachment A:

a) Continue Part 13 designations under the Forest Act;
b) Establish “no registration reserves” under the Mineral Tenure Act;
c) Establish “no disposition reserves” under the Coal Act;

d) Establish notices for “no disposition” under the Petroleum and Natural Gas Act
and Geothermal Resources Act; and

e) Establish “withdrawals from disposition” under the Land Act.

The Haida have designated the new protected areas shown on Attachment A as
Haida Natural, Cultural and Spiritual Areas, and will maintain these areas in
accordance with their laws, policies, customs, traditions and decision making
processes.

Upon initialing of this Agreement, the Province will commit to the following actions
for the special value areas shown on Attachment A:

a) Continuation of the Part 13 designations under the Forest Act, pending
completion of more detailed strategic planning and the determination of the
most appropriate provincial designations for these areas, including:

i) Wildlife Habitat Areas and General Wildlife Measures in accordance with
Forest and Range Practices Act;

i) Old Growth Management Areas in accordance with Land Use Objectives
Regulation;

iii) Traditional forest resources/features in accordance with Land Use
Objectives Regulations or the Forest and Range Practices Act; or

iv) Other management area designations available under Provincial legislative
mechanisms.

The Haida have designated the special value areas shown on Attachment A as
Haida Natural, Cultural and Spiritual Areas, and will maintain these areas in
accordance with their laws, policies, customs, traditions and decision making
processes.

The level of forest retention for the special value areas will vary in accordance with
the affected values and/or species and the results of detailed strategic planning.

Ecosystem Based Management (EBM) Objectives

The EBM Obijectives identified in Attachment B will be used to guide forest
planning and related harvesting activities in the operating areas (including special

Components of the EBM Objectives in Attachment B will be the subject of further
analysis and development by the Parties into land use objectives that will be
established in accordance with the Land Use Objectives Regulation made under
the Land Act.

The Haida will establish the EBM Obijectives in accordance with their laws,
policies, customs, traditions and decision making processes.

Social and Economic Considerations

In consideration of its potential socio-economic and community implications, the
Parties commit to achieving an initial timber harvest opportunity of no less than
800,000 m3/year through the implementation of this Agreement.

Upon initialing of this Agreement, the Parties will jointly conduct an analysis of the
timber harvest opportunities that would result from the contents of this Agreement.

The results of the analysis referenced in section 6.2 will be discussed prior to
ratification of this Agreement, and the Parties may agree to re-assess the
provisions of this Agreement and consider other options to address the timber
harvest level referenced in section 6.1.

The Parties agree to develop a process that will inform the determination of the
long-term timber supply for Haida Gwaii.

Implementation Structures

Following ratification of this Agreement, the Parties will establish the structures for
implementation and monitoring of this Agreement, including the implementation of
EBM, as outlined in Attachment C.

Implementation

This Agreement will be implemented by the Haida in accordance with their laws,
policies, customs, traditions and their decision making processes and authorities.

This Agreement will be implemented by the Province in accordance with its laws,
policies, customs, traditions and decision making processes and authorities.

The Parties will collaborate in the finalization of new protected area boundaries,
and the development of management agreements and plans. Final protected area
boundaries will seek to avoid existing mineral tenures and areas with high mineral
potential. The management agreements will ensure provision for energy access
corridors related to potential future power developments.

The Parties will collaborate in the development of marine foreshore and nearshore
planning to address uses and activities compatible with upland protected areas.

The Parties will collaborate in the development of detailed strategic plans to
determine the most appropriate designations for the special value areas shown on
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LAND USE ZONE ATTRIBUTES

NEW PROTECTED AREAS

Areas set aside for natural, conservation, recreation, cultural, historical, and spiritual
purposes.

Areas maintained for benefit, education and enjoyment of present and future
generations.

Provision to be made for energy access corridors related to potential future power
developments.

Mineral tenures and high value mineral areas to be excluded where possible.
Provision to be made for continuation of existing industrial access routes, and for
establishment of new access corridors where required for resource and land tenures
in adjacent lands.

OPERATING AREAS

Areas identified for continued resource development and management activities,
including forest harvesting and forest management in accordance with ecosystem
based management objectives.

Provision for non-forestry resource and land development.

Provision for continuation of existing industrial access routes, and for establishment
of new routes where required to access resource and land tenures.

SPECIAL VALUE AREAS

Areas identified as having value as Haida natural, cultural and spiritual areas,
including areas with cultural cedar, monumental cedar, or critical nesting habitat for
species at risk, including goshawk, great blue heron, and marbled murrelet, or
representative old growth ecosystems (Old Growth Management Areas).

A sub-zone of the Operating Area Zone, where forest harvesting and forest
management levels are subject to the applicable provincial designations identified
through detailed strategic planning.

Accordingly, these EBM Objectives will incorporate the “default target”, the “risk-
managed target” or both, as currently set out in this document.

Either Party or any third party can propose that an operational plan utilize the
“risk-managed target” in accordance with the provisions set out in these EBM
Objectives.

Where a third party proposes to utilize a risk managed target, the Parties will
review the request based on the following requirements:

a) The resource value that is being risk managed must be protected or
sustained;

b) Adaptive Management principles are applied;
c) The purpose for taking the risk managed approach warrants consideration.

RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE PARTIES

The Parties will implement these EBM Objectives in accordance with any results
arising from the shared decision-making discussions being undertaken between
the Parties under the auspices of the New Relationship initiative®. Decisions will
be made on the basis of the Parties obtaining all appropriate and adequate
information, in order to make an informed decision.

RELATIONSHIP WITH FOREST TENURE HOLDERS

Prior to the implementation of the legal objectives, the Province is committed to
work with the Haida Nation to enable the Licence Holders and BCTS to work

AMENDMENT

Amendment to these EBM Objectives may be made by mutual agreement of the
Parties. All amendments must be consistent with EBM principles and the
following criteria:

a) Protect Haida cultural heritage values;
b) Maintain ecological integrity and socio-economic balance over the long term;

c) Provide for corrective measures if future monitoring indicates loss of
important cultural or ecological values.

1. Government to Government Relationship:

The Parties will implement EBM and this Strategic Land Use Agreement, monitor
progress on implementation, and consider further agreements related to land use
planning.

Where the Parties agree, aspects of this Agreement may be implemented more
efficiently and effectively by working through the Coastal First Nations Land and
Resource Forum on specific matters including:

e Development and implementation of cooperative economic initiatives and
policies that will enable the Haida Nation and the communities of Haida
Gwaii/Queen Charlotte Islands to achieve their social and economic
objectives;

e Other relevant activities outlined in the Coastal First Nations Land and
Resource Protocol established as part of the Coast Land Use
Announcement of February 2006, that are consistent with this Land Use
Agreement and agreed upon by the Parties. For greater clarity, the Parties
will determine the relevancy and consistency of the Land and Resource
Protocol with this Land Use Agreement.

2. Plan Implementation Monitoring Committee:

The Parties will develop a Terms of Reference and establish an advisory committee
with representation from the Island Community to monitor the implementation of
EBM and this Land Use Agreement.

3. Ecosystem Based Management Working Group:

The Haida Nation will participate on the Coast-wide EBM Working Group established
as part of the Coast Land Use Announcement of February 2006.
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
